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SEXUALLY ORIENTED PASADENA BUSINESS WILL CLOSE
After a series of negotiations between the city of Pasadena and the owner of Peppermint Garden, a sexually oriented adult cabaret that operated from December 2006 to January 2007, a settlement has been reached.

Under the terms of the settlement, which has been approved by the City Council, in exchange for $4,698,300 the owner, Garnik Greg Hakopyan, will dismiss the lawsuit, sell the Foothill Boulevard property to the city of Pasadena and refrain from any further litigation regarding the property.

The settlement concludes three – two federal and one state – lawsuits between the city of Pasadena and Hakopyan.  In the most recent case, the city filed suit in state court to abate public nuisances at the property including 24 instances of lewd and obscene conduct by dancers.  

In January 2007 Superior Court Judge Jan Pluim issued a temporary restraining order preventing Hakopyan from operating an adult cabaret at the property.  Nearly two months later, Judge Pluim issued a preliminary injunction allowing the adult cabaret to reopen, although Hakopyan did not reopen it.  The city has appealed the preliminary

injunction; however it will dismiss the appeal as a result of this settlement.

“This sexually oriented business opened in knowing violation of the city’s laws,” said Pasadena City Attorney Michele Beal Bagneris.  “We are pleased with a resolution that closes the business and allows the city to acquire a valuable property in return.”
